AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF WIMBERLEY TEXAS AMENDING
ORDINANCE 2011027 ADOPTED ON OCTOBER 6 2011 RELATING TO THE NEW
CONSTRUCTION OF SWIMMING POOLS TO ALLOW TIIE ISSUANCE OF
BUILDING PERMITS FOR THE NEW CONSTRUCTION OF INGROUND OR
ABOVEGROUND SWIMMING POOLS UPON VERIFICATION THAT SUCH POOLS
WILL NOT UTILIZE WATER PROVIDED BY THE WIMBERLEY WATER SUPPLY
CORPORATION AND UPON COMPLIANCE WITH ALL APPLICABLE CITY CODES
AND ORDINANCES AND PROVIDING FINDINGS OF FACT A REPEALING
CLAUSE SAVINGS AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSES AND PROVIDING FOR AN
EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS the State of Texas was experiencing extreme and historic drought
conditions in 2011 but recent rainfall has somewhat alleviated the severity of those drought
conditions and

WHEREAS the City of Council in response to thenpresent extreme drought
conditions adopted Ordinance 2011 027 prohibiting the issuance of building permits for all new
construction of inground or above ground swimming pools within the city limits of the City of
Wimberley and

WHEREAS City Council of the City of Wimberley finds that despite the recent rains
there are still drought conditions in the State of Texas and the approaching summer months may
worsen those conditions and

WHEREAS City Council of the City of Wimberley finds that there is still a need to
conserve water for the benefit of all residents of the community and

WHEREAS City Council of the City of Wimberley finds some swimming pools may be
supplied with water from sources other than the Wimberley Water Supply Corporation and

WHEREAS City Council of the City of Wimberley finds pools that do not use the
Wimberley Water Supply Corporation do not pose a threat to the public health safety or welfare
of the community under present drought conditions and

WHEREAS City Council of the City of Wimberley finds there is no longer a need to
impose a complete prohibition of the issuance of building permits for all new construction of in
ground or above ground swimming pools within the city limits and

WHEREAS the City Council has determined that it is in the best interest of the general
public and the residents ofWimberley to amend Ordinance 2011 027 by allowing the issuance of
building permits for new construction of inground and aboveground swimming pools within
the city limits upon verification that such pools will not utilize water provided by the Wimberley
Water Supply Corporation and upon compliance with all applicable city codes and ordinances
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY TIIE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF WIMBERLEY TEXAS THAT

Section 1 Findings All of the above premises are hereby found to be true and correct
legislative and factual findings of the City of Wimberley and are hereby approved and
incorporated into the body of this Ordinance as if copied in their entirety

Section 2 Amendment

THAT 5106 Swimming Pools of the City of Wimberley Code of Ordinances shall be
amended to read as follows

5106 Swimming Pools

Draining water from a swimming pool onto an impervious surface shall be prohibited
Further as of the effective date of this ordinance the City shall not accept applications for
building permits for inground or above ground swimming pools for which the water to fill the
pools will be supplied by Wimberley Water Supply Corporation Construction or placement of a
swimming pool to be filled with water supplied by the Wimberley Water Supply Corporation is
prohibited within the City limits Applications for building permits for inground and above
ground swimming pools for which the water to fill the pools will be obtained from sources other
than the Wimberley Water Supply Corporation will be accepted Such applications must be
accompanied by verification acceptable to the City to demonstrate that a pool will not be filled
from water supplied by the Wimberley Water Supply Corporation and applicant must comply
with all applicable city codes and ordinances

Except as expressly amended herein the Wimberley Code of Ordinances shall remain in
full force and effect

Section 3 All ordinances or parts of ordinances in force when the provisions of this
Ordinance become effective which are inconsistent or in conflict with the terms and provisions
contained in this Ordinance are hereby repealed but only to the extent of any such conflict

Section 4 Should any sentence paragraph subdivision clause phrase or section of this
Ordinance be adjudged or held to be unconstitutional illegal or invalid the same shall not affect
the validity of this Ordinance as a whole or any part or provision thereof other than the part so
decided to be invalid illegal or unconstitutional and shall not affect the validity of the
Ordinances as a whole

Section 5 This Ordinance shall take effect immediately from and after its passage and
the publication ofthe caption as the law and charter in such cases provide

Section 6 Open Meetings That it is hereby officially found and determined that the
meeting at which this Ordinance is passed was open to the public as required and that public
notice of the time place and purpose of said meeting was given as required by the Open
Meeting Act Capt 551 Loc Govt Code
