Minutes of Board of Adjustment Meeting
Monday, September 14, 2009 at 6:30 p.m.

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.n. by Chair Jason Aldridge. Board Members
present were Steve Gartside, Barry Tyler, Cecil Gibson, and Bill Cline.

Staff Members present were City Administrator Don Ferguson and City Secretary Cara
MecPartland.

Consent Agenda

Approval of minutes of the November 17, 2008 meeting of the Board of
Adjustment.

Board Member Gibson moved to approve the minutes as submitted. Board Member
Tyler seconded. Motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

1. Public Hearing and Possible Action

Public hearing and consider possible action on Case No. BA-09-002,a  request
for a wvariance to the City of Wimberley Zoning Code, Section
155.037(d)(3)(c) regarding the side setback requirement in a Single Family
Residential 2 (R2) zoning district for property located at 417 Hidden Valley Road,
Wimberley, Hays County, Texas (Scott Hooper/Dream Tree Homes, Applicant).

City Administrator Ferguson reviewed the applicant’s request for a variance to allow for
a two-foot encroachment into the right side setback. The positioning of the home on the
rectangular-shaped lot, setback requirements for on-site sewage, and floodplain location
limit the applicant’s options for placement of the planned carport structure. Other
building site options toward the front of the property were less compatible with
surrounding properties. No oral/written responses opposing or supporting have been
received to this variance request. Mr. Ferguson closed with staff’s recommendation for
approval of the requested variance.

Chair Aldridge opened the public hearing.

Neighboring property owner, Christopher Cyr of 501 Hidden Valley Road, spoke in favor
of the variance and provided details on proximity to the subject property, extra screening
measures, and limitations faced by the applicant in placement of the proposed carport
structure.

Applicant Scott Hooper acknowledged limitations due to placement of existing utility
easemients, power lines, floodplain requirements, and septic systems. He identified the



)

exact location of the encroachment and discussion addressed other possible placement
options for the proposed carport and air conditioning unit and problems associated with
each option.

Mr. Hooper explained the ownership history of the subject property and clarified that he
did not build the existing residential structure, but purchased the property for renovation
and resale. ' ‘

City Administrator Ferguson cited conditions required for granting of this variance
pursuant to City of Wimberley Ordinance No. 2001-010, Section 10, recommending the
inclusion of specific, written findings in the motion as follows:

1. That there are special circumstances or conditions affecting the property involved
such that the strict application of the provisions of this ordinance would (a)
deprive the applicant of the reasonable use of the property; and (b) create an
unnecessary hardship in the development of this property; and

2. That such circumstances or conditions are (a) not self-imposed; (b) not based
solely on economic gain or loss; and (c) do not generally affect most properties in
the vicinity of the property; and

3. The variance is necessary for the preservation and enjoyment of a substantial
property right of the applicant; and

4. The variance if granted will not: (a) adversely affect the public health, safety or
welfare; (b) be contrary to the public interest; and (c) be injurious to or adversely
affect the orderly use of other property within the area; and

5. The property involved is otherwise in compliance with all other applicable City
ordinances, rules, and regulations; and

6. The granting of the variance will be in harmony with the spirit and purpose of this
ordinance.

- Discussion established that provisions exist allowing for placement of the air
conditioning unit and the purpose of setbacks in general.

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Aldridge closed the public hearing and
entertained a motion. Board Member Tyler moved to approve the variance with the
inclusion of the affirmative findings on all six above listed conditions. Board Member
Gartside seconded.

Chair Aldridge asked for a roll call vote to approve the variance based on affirmative
findings as follows: Board Member Gartside, aye; Board Member Tyler, aye; Chair
Aldridge, aye; Board Member Gibson, aye; Board Member Cline, aye. Motion carried on
a vote of 5-0.
